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The United States Institute
of Peace and Baker Col-
lege of Auburn Hills co-
sponsored a two-day
workshop for secondary
social studies teachers
and Baker College educa-
tion students on June 29
and 30, 2009. Teachers
came from Oakland and
Macomb counties, and
Baker College education
students came from sev-
eral of the system cam-
puses. The workshop ses-
sions were designed to
enhance the teaching
skills and knowledge
base of teachers and fu-
ture teachers in the areas
of current international
conflicts and efforts for
peace as well as in gen-
eral conflict resolution.

Issues, Understanding the
Israeli/Palestinian Con-
flict, Teaching About
Peacemaking, Restorative
Justice, Current Develop-
ments in Conflict Resolu-
tion Education, Creating a
Culture of Peace in the
Classroom, and Conflict
Resolution/Non-Violence
in the Microcosm. A re-
ception for participants
and presenters sponsored
by the Baker College of
Auburn Hills Admissions
Office, led by Jan Bohlen,
was held Monday eve-
ning.
