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Andrew Arato is the Dorothy Hart Hirshon
Professor of Political and Social Theory in
the Department of Sociology at the New
School for Social Research in New York.
He is the author of Civi/ Society, Constitu-
tion and Legitimacy (2000) and Constitution
Making Under Occupation: The Politics of Im-
posed Revolution in Irag (2009).

Louis Aucoin is an associate research pro-
fessor at Tufts University’s Fletcher School
of Law and Diplomacy. Between 2001 and
2003, while a rule of law adviser at the United
States Institute of Peace and then a U.S. Su-
preme Court Fellow, he advised the Rwandan
Constitutional Commission on the develop-
ment of that country’s constitution-making
process. In 2002, he served as an adviser in
East Timor’s constitution-making process,
and in 1993, he worked for the Asia Founda-
tion as an adviser to the Drafting Commit-
tee of the Cambodian Constituent Assembly
that adopted Cambodia’s Constitution that
year.

Andrea Bonime-Blanc is general coun-
sel, chief compliance officer, and corporate
secretary at Daylight Forensic & Advisory
LLC, an international compliance advisory
firm. She was previously chief ethics and
compliance officer at Bertelsmann AG and

general counsel of PSEG Global, an inter-

national power company. Her publications

include Spain’s Transition to Democracy: The
Politics of Constitution-Making (1987), Hun-
garian Constitutional Reform and the Rule of
Law (1993), and numerous articles on com-
pliance, ethics, and governance topics.

Michele Brandt is director of WSP Interna-
tional’s Representation Office in New York
City. She formerly was a program manager
of East Timors Constitutional Develop-
ment Program while working with the Asia
Foundation. She was also a full-time con-
stitutional consultant to both the United
Nations Transitional Administration in Af-
ghanistan and the Constitutional Commis-
sion of Afghanistan.

Allan R. Brewer-Carias is emeritus profes-
sor of law at the Central University of Ven-
ezuela in Caracas and adjunct professor of
law at Columbia Law School in New York.
He was a member of the National Constit-
uent Assembly of Venezuela in 1999, and
has written extensively on constitutional law
and constitutionalism in Venezuela.

Scott N. Carlson is a senior rule of law ad-
viser at the United States Institute of Peace.
Prior to joining USIP, he was the director
of the Democracy and Governance Practice
Group at Chemonics International. From
1997 to 1998, Carlson was a director and le-

gal adviser for the secretariat, supporting and
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organizing public participation in the Alba-
nian constitution-making process. He has

He is chairman of the American Associa-
tion of the International Commission of Ju-
rists, has conducted missions in a number of
countries where the rule of law was imper-
iled, and has written widely on human rights
and constitutionalism in Colombia and other
countries.

Thomas M. Franck was the Murray and Ida
Becker Professor of Law Emeritus at the
New York University School of Law and was
the director of the Center for International
Studies there from 1965 to 2002. Franck
served on the U.S. Department of State’s Ad-
visory Committee on International Law and
served as director of research at the United
Nations Institute for Training and Research
(1980-82) and as director of the Carnegie

Endowment for International Peace’s Inter-
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national Law Program (1973-79). Franck,
a leading scholar of international law and a
legal adviser to many foreign governments,

passed away in 2009.

Gustavo Gall6n-Giraldo has been the di-
rector of the Colombian Commission of Ju-
rists in Bogota, Colombia, since its creation
in 1988. The author of many works on Co-
lombia, he has been professor of constitu-
tional law and human rights at several uni-
versities in Bogotd since 1979 and a visiting
tellow at Notre Dame University’s Kellogg
Institute (1998-99). He was also special rep-
resentative of the United Nations Human
Rights Commission for Equatorial Guinea

from 1999 to 2002.

Zofia A. Garlicka is currently an attorney
with the law firm of Carmody MacDonald
in Saint Louis. She is a member of the New
York State Bar Association and the Missouri
Bar Association. She graduated from the
University of Warsaw School of Law (2000)
and obtained her LLM degree from the Saint
Louis University School of Law (2001). She
was vice president of the European Law Stu-
dents Association, Warsaw Chapter.

Lech Garlicki has been a judge of the Eu-
ropean Court of Human Rights since 2002.
He previously served as a judge of Poland’s
Constitutional Court (1993-2001) and as a
member of the Legislative Council in the
Office of the Prime Minister (1987-92 and
2001-02). Garlicki was a representative to
the Polish parliament’s constitutional com-
mission, and is a former president of the Pol-
ish Association of Constitutional Law. He is
the author of many publications in the field
of human rights, and has served as an expert
tor the Venice Commission and for the Or-
ganization for Security and Cooperation in
Europe.
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Yash Ghai is professor emeritus at the Uni-

Vivien Hart was a research professor in the
School of Humanities at the University of
Sussex in the United Kingdom. A compara-
tive political scientist, she directed the Sussex
Cunliffe Center for the Study of Constitu-
tionalism for ten years and held visiting po-
sitions and fellowships in the United States
and Canada, including as a senior fellow at
the United States Institute of Peace. Hart,
an innovator in examining how the process
of making constitutions relates to the con-
solidation of democracy and human rights,

passed away in 2009.

Stephen P. Marks is the Francois-Xavier
Bagnoud Professor of Health and Human
Rights at the Harvard School of Public
Health and senior fellow at the University
Committee on Human Rights Studies at
Harvard University in Cambridge, Mas-
sachusetts. He previously directed the UN
Studies Program and codirected the human
rights and humanitarian affairs concentration
at the School of International and Public Af-
fairs at Columbia University. In 1992-93, he
was head of human rights education, train-
ing, and information for the United Nations
Transitional Authority in Cambodia.

Zoltan Miklési is an assistant professor at
the Central European University, Depart-
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ment of Political Science, where he teaches
political philosophy.

Laurel E. Miller joined the RAND Cor-
poration as a senior policy analyst in 2009.
She has been an adjunct professor of law at
Georgetown University and was a senior rule
of law adviser at the United States Institute
of Peace. She previously held several posi-
tions at the U.S. Department of State and
the National Security Council. Miller was
the deputy U.S. negotiator of a peace agree-
ment for Macedonia, helped negotiate a pro-
visional constitution for Kosovo, and was a
member of the U.S. delegation at the Dayton
peace conference for Bosnia and Herzegov-
ina.

Muna Ndulo is professor of law and direc-
tor of the Institute for African Development
at Cornell University.

J Alexander Thier is Director for Afghani-
stan and Pakistan at the United States In-
stitute of Peace.
